Travel Information:
We will be taking the Keystone / Port Townsend Ferry. To get there take highway 20 west to the Oak Harbor/Deception
Pass turn off (turn left, south bound) and follow Hwy 20 through Oak Harbor to the Keystone Ferry Terminal.

Ferry Reservation Information:

Since we are traveling via Ferry, reservations are required. Reservations cannot be made any sooner than 30 days in
advance. Please call 1-888-808-7977 or dial 511 from your cell phone to make reservations. Payment is due at time of
boarding the ferry. Since our Club is not the only people wanting to ride this Ferry, IT IS IMPORTANT THAT YOU
MAKE YOUR RESERVATIONS ON THE 12™ OF AUGUST FOR THE DEPARTURE AND THE 14™ FOR YOUR
RETURN TRIP. You can wait until the 14" to do both, but it decreases your chances of getting the sailing times you
want. Ferry office opens at 7:00 a.m.

Fees (one way): Driver and Vehicle (under 20 feet) = $11.15 Senior and Disabled = $9.85

(as of July 21%) Passenger (6-18) = $2.10 (19-64) = $2.60 Senior and Disabled = $1.30

*1f you will be towing something or are over 20 feet in length-either call or visit the State Ferry System web site for
additional information and fees. Rigs over 20 feet are considered oversize. Only (4) oversized rigs are allowed on a ferry
at a time. Crossing time is 35 minutes.

Sailing Times: (If you wish to CARavan, make your reservations for the following times)

» To Sequim (leaving Keystone): Make reservation for the 1:30 sailing. Meet at the Ferry Terminal. You need to be in
line no less than 45 minutes prior to departure. We do not need to be together as a group.

» Return Home (leaving Port Townsend): Make reservation for the 12:45 sailing. You need to be in line no less than 45
minutes prior to departure. We will caravan from hotel at 11:00 a.m.
